The basic amenities and facilities for housing , recreation , canteens ,

provisions .for maternity and sickness benefits , accident benefits , safety measures ,

water supply , washing facilities , lcttrines and urinals , educational facilities for
worker's children , arrangements for travel to and from place of work to
their homes , provisions made for social security measures like - provident
fund , penston fund , gratuity , family pension , insurance including Deposit
Linked Insurance ( DLI ) etc. are to be provided to all permanent workers by
their employers. The amenities and welfare activities 'arise as a matter of
right for their sacriftce wholeheartedly for the benefit of the industry and
partly as a matter af voluntary contribution or payment or awarded sometimes in
cash , sometimes in kind and sometimes as both cash and kind. India being a
dentocratic republic , having an independent constitution o.f her own the right
to v,ork , right to speak , right to welfare to her citizens are providecl as

fundamental rights under the " Directive Principle of State Policy ". As such
" llel.fare of Labourers " arises as a matter of fundamental right provided in

India became Independent from the clutches of British rule of more than 200
))ears.

Voluntary Welfare activities :

All weffcre activities undertaken by respective employer's for {he
benefit of theirworke,rs volunto.rily are called voluntary welfare activities. The
International Labour Organisation ( ILO ) has recommended the following wel-
fare activities under this category , i. e. Extra - mural activities like - Maternity
benefits , Social Insurance meosures including gratuity , pension , provident
fund , benevolent fund , medical facilities including programmes for physical
fitness and efficiency , educationol facilities including adult education , housing
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facilities , recreation facilities including sports and games , holiday and leave
travel facilities , worker's Co - operative thrift and credit societies , vocational
training for dependent of workers , otlter programmes for the welfare o.f
women and children and transport to and from the place of work.

The following are the benefits and advantages derived due to the
implementation of welfare scheme :-

(b) In creating a permanent labour force.

(c) In reducing labour turnover and absenteeism.

(d) In improving the efficiency of workers and

(e) In improving the relation between employers and employees

Thus the industrial relation between employers and employees tnoke,t
the atmosphere in the industry peaceful and harmonious leadirtg to increLt,tt't
in the efficiency of workers. The workers are attracted towards tlte industt..t,,
by favourable welfare activities provided to them and turnover and obsenteei,snt
ere reduced to minimum which otherwise cause onxiety to employers.

The minimum standard of labour welfare fs very much essenrial
But the owners ar management being self - centred and selfish often try to
exploit the welfare activities of the workers. The state Government has ta
come forward to apply the constitutional provisions af Directit,e principles o.f
State Policy by fraiming or enacting laws to speed up the welfare activities
to labourers. The Government may direct the manqgement to pay minimum
wctges and to provide congenial working conditions and social security tr;
every worker.

In our cauntry the chsritable institutions and trusts has heen
providing welfare activities ta workcrs and ather needy people and treaterl
as an investment. These iervices or qctivities are voluntiry in nature.

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(a) In making the services in industries attractive to workers.

The Labour welfare activities are based on the follon*ing canditions :-



Again the humqn being has a natural instinct to love mankind. The
suJferings of one human being can not be endured by otlters ( i. e. human
being ) and as such people try to remoye those suffirings or dfficulties and
promote their well - being. They perform noble sacrifices for their fellow
citizen. This natural urge leads the employers to take up welfare activities for
their employee's benefits.

Voluntary lsbour welfure measures :

Some of the voluntary welfare measures undertaken in the tea plantation

areas in Assam by the owners of the gardens. As such to get an idea about the
voluntary welfare activities infurmation were collected through the questionnaire
canvassed to the sample gardens and on the basis of information received ,

voluntary labour welfare measures viz. Housing accommodation , house rent to
permanent non - resident workers @ Rs. -35 /- per head per month , supply of
protective clothing's , canteen facilities , creche facilities , recreational facilities ,

educationsl facilities to the children of the workers , supply of black tea at the
rate of 600 gms. per family at regular intervals are provided in all 28 sample tea
gardens . Apart from alt these materials llte code no. 22 sample garden has
provided hand - gloves gamboots and masks to the workers which is an exception
in this respect. The housing accommodation has been provided to 12,505 families
and as many as 22,715 families have been provided with black tea at the rate of
500 gm. Per family at regular intervals by 19Joint Stock company gardens.

It is observed that all the above mentioned voluntary labour welfare
measures have been provided by 9 private company sample tea gardens in the
district. The housing accommodation has been provided to 2093 families by 9
prit'ctte company tea gardens and black tea at the same rate of 60A gm. has been
protided to 6,274 workers at regular intervals. Thus both private and Joint Stock
company's 28 sample gardens have provided almost all voluntary labour welfare
benefits in the district and this has helped the workers on improving theiy
standard of living.

Welfare work by employers :

The v,elfare work upto two decades of the present century was
practicctlly nil btrt ,.fro* the second world war the factory owners particularly the
ordinance factories for the production of war ammunitions and other productions
stqrted few welfure measures for the workers to boost up war productions. Prior
to second world war tke welfare works deemed to be barren liability by
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The welfare activt ies carried on by cement suga!. engineering iron
andsteel industries and gol,'mines are same like these carriedin by woollen
and catton textile induslt zs in varying degrees from units to unit and
industry to industry.

The Tatq lron trrt'l Steel Company ( TISCO ) pravicied high standard
welfare facilities like well eqwipped hospitals having a iarge nu*rbq of beds
qualified medical experts ,turses pi rury , :d secofidary ichoals gymnasium
indoor and outdoor game, . Cunteer, creci :s , co - aperative stores housing
accommodations up - to 6'i o% , matcrnity benefits child welfare Employees
Insurance, schemes ( ESI ) pravident fund and penston fund. According to
Malaviya Committee lg69 ,,ttport TISCO has been spending at the rate of Rs.
433.32p. per worker per y(t ff on noh - statutorlt welfare ortiritirr. The TISCO
has been employing 38,000 workers in their establishments. Moreover TISCO
has been paying necessor,t' cash benefits to the distressed qnd disabled
workers who have been stiffering from prolonged tllness or from accident
grants for blood transfusi'i't stipends to merttorious students and interests
free loans to deserving en1 tloyees.

The geveric teffn " drugs " has an innocuous meaning." It is a substance used to cure illness
or alieviate pain in man and animal ".

Inspite of restrictions on advertisements by some
cLluntries these products are available in the shops and other outlets. Some people may object
to ti:e clubbing of tobacco and alcohol in the list of drugs but the fact remains that these are
aiiictrr e and bring adverse effects on health.

Secondly cannabis and opiates continue to dominate the drug abuse scene , and are also
the most tavourite drug of abuse. These are deprived from the coca , opium and cannabis plants.
Such drug like cocaine , heroin and marijuana have their source in agricultural crops and are
legaiir stnned almost ali over the world. In the third category, there are a number of chemicaily
srnthesized substances which have medical uses. These pharmaceutical products should be made
available on medical advice but all ofthe misused as psychotropic subitances. Their use is not
bummed . but are meant to be taken onprescription only.

Narcotic drugs ruin the spiritual values and morality ofman besides adversely aftecting tris
physical stamina and rendering him weak and impatient in the face ofhardship and difficulties in iife.
Drugs also undennine humanbeing's selfdeterminationtiermingthemtomore burdens on society,
with no wage of u'orks and initiatives. The drug addicts , in fact , learl a parasitic life and death.

Today , the golden crescent comprising Afghanistan , han, Twkey , Turkey and pakistan is
the richest grower of narcotics which is being smuggled to the rich and industialised world spread-
ing miseryand death.

In recent years India has a major transit route for South - East. Asian heroin as well as
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p{ecursor of chemicai traffic. As a result it is beiieved that there are now hundreds of thousands of
heroin addicts in India cousuming the bulk of the illicit doclestic production of heroin and
opiurn. Over tire past few years r:r:r country has been facing the problem of traffic in
drugs. Geographie ally , it is situateri berw*een the two major sources of opiates in the Golden
Triangle and Goiile;: Crescent. As per United Natians report of four rnillion registered drug
aCdicts in South Asia , 1 .25 ,170 are in India.

Among the drug takers in trndia , 42 percent use alcohol , 20 percent opium , 12 percent
heroin , 5.2 percent cannabis and 18 percent otirer drugs - as per tJre ' drug dernand reduction
rep*rt on Soutii Asia' of UNDCP. 'Ihe users *f adulterated herc,in in our country is on the
increase and is estimated to b* around 40,000. The drug users are rnostly unmarried , from the
iower socio - econcmic strata and self - emplo,ved out ofwhich 33 percent are engaged in anti -
social activities. The drug addicts inlndiamostlybelongto the age group of 16 to 30 years.

She also apered on arphrage for the arphars and
started many other institutions for the poor people. The " Missionaries of
Charity " is not only, in India but outside India also.

Mother Teresa had started her work ftom rothing and she became

everythingfor the poor, hameless and the sufJbring people. She was very kind
, loving. She had received many awsrds far her works. She had been arnamented
with several prizes like the " Padmashri " in 1962 , the " Nobel Prize for peace

" in 1979 and the " Leo Tolstoy Internatianal Award" dnd ftlany ather awarris.
The Indtan Government canfered on her ilte highest honour of the countr))
the " Bharat Ratna ".
